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DEVELOPMENT OF STUDENTS’ CREATIVE ABILITIES THROUGH

Aesthetic education of students is a purposeful process that contributes to the devel-
opment of creative abilities, aesthetic attitude to reality. It is carried out both during aca-
demic hours and during the time free from academic hours (through various forms of pub-
lic cultural work). This article discusses some forms of aesthetic education in
extracurricular work in a foreign language, which have educational, developmental, educa-
tional potential. Aesthetic education is potentially inherent in the very nature of the lan-
guage, in this case French, and in the nature of teaching both native and foreign, and is a
multifaceted, purposeful process that organically includes both the student’s own activity
and his perception of the phenomena and facts of the reality.
