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OVERCOMING THE DIFFICULTIES OF THE ADAPTATION
PERIOD BY THE FIRST-YEAR STUDENTS

The organization of the process of adaptation of students to the new learning system is
an important pedagogical task. If the adaptation is successful, its period lasts 6 - 9 months,
and in case of serious adaptation crises, the process can take up to two years. The adapta-
tion of students to studies at university is a pedagogically organized process aimed at the
successful development of their adequate behavior methods of responding to the changing
conditions of the new environment. Not only the first-year students themselves are inter-
ested in the effective adaptation, but also teachers, and the whole university, because fur-
ther personal development and the formation of professional competencies of future spe-
cialists largely depend on this factor.
